The vessel will be built by Ulstein Group at Ulstein Verft AS shipyard in Norway
and is scheduled for delivery in 2020.

The
vessel will be built by Senesco Marine LLC in North Kingston, Rhode Island is
scheduled for delivery in 2020. The vessel will conduct east coast and ocean
operations.
